Hello and a Happy Fall to everyone. Its
amazing to look out the windows and see the
leaves already changing colors and knowing
that in a few weeks that those leaves will no
longer be on the trees.

Here at the Township, fall is a busy
time. The roadcrew is busy finishing their
projects for the year and gearing up for winter
weather. The Zoning Officer, well she is
always busy regardless of the season. As for
the Board of Supervisors, they are once again
working on a budget for next year and
confirming projects to be completed in 2010.

In regards to the budget for 2010, the
Board has devised a projected one that is
available at the municipal building for review.
The overall projected income in the
Township’s “General” or “Everyday Working”
account is $654,236.00. This projected
funding covers a majority of the Township’s
expenses including: employee wages,
municipal building payments, electric and
fuel use, material for snow removal and road
maintenance, park maintenance and
development, annual dues and training
classes, annual donations to local Emergency
Management agencies as well as the Library,
advertising expenses and a host of other
things required to maintain the day to day
operations of the Township.

While the Board has always been
conscientious of its spending, they are as are
most Americans these days; fine tuning their
habits and adjusting as needed to changes
being encountered with the current economy.
They are aware that each dollar spent must be
utilized to its fullest. They strive daily to
ensure not only the present financial stability
of the Township but that of its future as well.

As for projects, it appears the main
road projects for 2010 will be on Lloyds and

Kirks Mill Roads, both of which the Township
has recently obtained ownership of from the
State. Over the past several years, the
Township has confirmed that taking back
roads from the State are not only
advantageous from the perspective of
ensuring the work on the roads is performed
correctly and in a timely fashion but from a
financial standpoint as well.

Prior to the Township submitting
paperwork to the State regarding its desire to
obtain ownership of a road, the Township
does a thorough review of the roadway to
determine what improvements are necessary
to bring the roadway up to the standards they
desire. At that point, price estimates are
obtained to confirm that all required
improvements can be completed and paid for
through the funding to be requested from the
State. If and when the State agrees to the
estimates submitted and authorizes full
funding of the proposed improvements for a
road will the Township commit itself to the
transfer of ownership for a road. The
Township has been fortunate that
reimbursements for the use of Township
equipment and employee wages are all
authorized and approved expenses under the
turn back program. Therefore, not only can
residents be assured that people who know,
maintain and travel on the roads themselves
are the ones working on them but also that
the Board of Supervisors are confident that
financially the decision made to accept
ownership of the road were made with the
best interest of the residents in mind.

So as each of you enjoy the bounties of
the fall season upon us, you can be assured
that the Supervisors of your Township are
working to ensure the continued pleasure of
living in an area as beautiful and peaceful as
Little Britain Township.

The Lancaster County Redevelopment Authority

offers 0% interest loans for low to moderate

income homeowners who reside in Lancaster 5
County, outside the Lancaster City limits. Loans i
are for addressing hazardous situations within the :>
home, they are not for cosmetic work. Applicants <
can receive up to $24,999 in home repairs made
by a qualified contractor. A lien is placed on the
homeowner’s property and no monthly payments
are required. Loans are not due until the home is
sold, or the deed is transferred. Eligibility is based
on income, credit and available equity. A copy of
the income guidelines are available in my office.

In addition to the Home Repair Program,
the Energy Conservation Center is offering grants
for weatherization services. Interested
homeowners my contact the ECC at 717-492-
0102.

With the cooler weather and shorter days,
comes the transformation of our landscape. Our
world of green trees, corn, tobacco, soy beans and
hay will soon turn into a splendid display of fall
colors. Then comes harvest, when the farmers
reap the benefits of their hard work, leaving the
fields barren and awaiting their winter stumber.
Please remember that we are all living in an
agricultural community. We all love the
picturesque landscapes of Little Britain, but seem
to forget with the beauty may come some
discomfort: the smell of manure, the noise of a
night time combining, the slow moving farm
equipment are all a small price to pay for the
benefit of living in such a peaceful country
community.
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The Fall season is harvest time for farmers,
yet planting season for gardeners. Fall is an
excellent time for planting trees and shrubs, but
please remember there are setback requirements of
30' for trees and 20’ for shrubs being planted
against agricultural.lands to prevent
encroachment. I would request that all
homeowners give serious consideration prior to
planting against any property line, to prevent
overgrowth onto neighbors.

Lastly, I have a few quick reminders:
please remove your yard sale signs at the end of
your sale, all structures require permitting and
driveway paving or repaving requires permitting.
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Home Improvement
Consumer Protection Act
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Effective July 1, 2009, all contractors working in
the state of Pennsylvania, who perform at least
$5,000 worth of home improvements per year,
must register with the Attorney General’s Office
under the Home Improvement Consumer
Protection Act. Once registered, contractors will
be given an identification number that should
appear in all advertising, on all quotes and
contracts. Any contractor who has yet to register
can do so by going to www.attorneygeneral.gov, click
on the “Consumers” tab and then click on “Home
Improvement Registration.” Any resident who
would like to verify a contractor’s registration can
do so by going to www.attorneygeneral.gov, click on
the “Consumers” tab, click on “Consumer Home
Improvement Information,” click on “List of
Registered Contractors,” at this point you can
enter your contractor’s business information to
search the listing. Please remember, being
registered is not an endorsement of the
contractor’s work. In addition to verifying
contractor registration, residents should check
with the Better Business Bureau, ask for
referenced and obtain more than one quote. By
following these simple steps you can ensure you
home improvement project goes smoothly.

Recycling 1 Year Later

Little Britain has been recycling for over a year now, with a 2-month break in the winter.
One hundred forty residents have signed up for cards, which is about a 10% participation rate.
The average number coming each month is 45, with a high of 67 last December. Fourteen
households have participated at least 7 of the 10 months it has been held. While the success is
growing, we need more people to bring recyclables. Some neighborhoods take turns bringing
recycling, with different families collecting each month.
A reminder of what you can and can’t recycle:
e Plastic 1 and 2, glass bottles, metal cans may all be co-mingled. Please remove the tops.
o Paper and cardboard are not accepted at this time.
o Batteries need to go in a special bag beside your regular trash.
o No paint cans can be recycled.
If the first Saturday is a holiday, recycling will be the following week.
Volunteers are needed to man the site on the day of recycling. Please consider doing so.
If everyone takes a turn it will be once every 2 - 3 years! Four hours (8 to 12) the first Saturday
of the month is a great way to meet your neighbors in Little Britain.
