Spring Clean-Up Day





Another successful Spring Clean-Up day was held on Saturday, April 24th. 76 people participated during the event that ended with a total of 9.97 tons of trash, filling 5 dumpsters being hauled away once all swapping & rummaging were complete. There were also 68 tires along with several trailer loads of scrap metal that were turned in and disposed of. A total of $739.00 was collected through the minimal fees accessed, which helped offset the total expenses of the event that came in at $1,461.55. For anyone who missed the event this year, you can start stockpiling for next year as you can rest assured another Clean-Up day will be held in 2011.








Recycling





Since our recycling program began in September 2008, there have been a few changes in the type of unit used for the collection of recyclable materials. The Township has recently entered into an agreement with Cauler’s Container for the removal of the recyclable materials collected. For those who are utilizing the recycling program, we appreciate your patience and understanding with the various units being utilized to collect your recyclable materials.





As of now, there are only an average of 44 people per month taking advantage of this service each month. (this represents 1/3 of the number of residents who originally signed up for the program) This average is based upon the number of residents who physically appear on recycling days and sign in. However, we are aware that neighbors tend to help each other out and may be bringing in recyclables for several families in their area. In an effort to ensure that an accurate accounting can be kept of the response to this program, we would request that going forward you notify the volunteer when checking in of any other households you are disposing of items for. 








While the Township is pleased to offer this service to its residents, they must also be able to justify its expense when less than 50 of the approximate 1400 households in the municipality are using it.





Additionally, volunteers are still being sought to check people in on recycling days.  If you are interested in volunteering 4 hours once a year (or less if enough volunteers are obtained) please contact the Township office for additional information.

ZONING UPDATE





I find it truly hard to believe that summer is coming to a close, school is back in session and the Solanco Fair is just around the corner. Please remember, with summer drawing to a close the harvest season is just beginning. This means long hours for our farmers and slow moving equipment on our roadways. Be patient, drive carefully and leave a few minutes early so that following the chopper, corn picker or manure spreader does not cause you to be late. I would ask all residents to speak with their children regarding the dangers of playing in the farm fields this time of year.  Be sure they understand that the individuals operating the choppers and corn pickers will be unable to see or hear them playing in the fields and the consequences would be devastating.





New Building Inspector: Currently, Little Britain Township uses Commonwealth Code as our inspection firm for projects requiring the State Uniform Construction Code. The inspector assigned to our district was Josh Nelson. Recently, Commonwealth has realigned their districts and Josh Nelson has been reassigned inspection duties in York. I would like to thank Josh for his service to Little Britain Township, as well as, let him know he will be missed. At the same time I would like to take this opportunity to introduce our new building inspector, Pete Kingsley. Pete has been working with the Township for approximately one month and the transition has been  seamless. Building or Structure, What's the Difference?: During the past several months there appears to be some confusion between the definition of a building and a structure, as well as, which require permitting. Per the Little Britain Township Zoning Ordinance a building is defined as, “Any structure having a roof supported by walls and intended for shelter, housing or enclosure of persons, animals or chattel” while a structure is defined as, “Any man made objects having an ascertainable stationary location on or in land or water, whether or not affixed to the land.” If you then look at Section 703 entitled Zoning Permits you will find it states the following, “It shall be unlawful to commence the excavation for or the construction or erection of any building or structure, including an accessory building, or to commence the moving or alteration of any building





or structure, including an accessory building, until the Zoning Officer has issues a zoning permit for such work. A zoning permit shall be obtained from the Zoning Officer for any erection, construction, alteration, extension, replacement, relocation or conversion of any building or structure.” In conclusion, whether you are constructing, erecting or placing any type of building or structure, you are lawfully required to apply for and receive a zoning permit prior to commencing.





What is a Nonconforming Structure?: During the month of August I have had many conversations with residents concerning nonconforming structures. A nonconforming structure is defined as: “a structure or part of a structure not designed to comply with the  applicable dimensional provisions in the ordinance or amendments heretofore or hereafter enacted, where such a structure lawfully existed prior to the enactment of the ordinance or amendment.” In other words, structures within the Township that do not meet the current setback, height or square footage requirements for their zoning district are considered nonconforming structures, as long as, they were legally constructed prior to ordinances or amendments having been enacted. Any person wishing to alter or expand a nonconforming structure must first apply for a Special Exception and receive approval from the Zoning Hearing Board of Little Britain Township.





Mark Your Calendars: Zoning Hearings are typically held the third (3) Wednesday of each month at 7PM. However, because we have received an unprecedented number of zoning hearing applications, as well as, scheduling conflicts with the 15th, the date and time has been changed for September ONLY.  The Board will meet on September 22nd at 6PM in the meeting room at Little Britain Township Municipal Building, all interested


parties are invited to attend.
