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What can be done about the pipeline?

WHAT Pipeline? There is a natural gas
pipeline that has been approved (with conditions)
to run from Baltimore, MD to near Downingtown,
PA. The proposed route through Little Britain
Township is from Kinseyville Road near Honeysuckle
Road to cross the Octorara just below the dam by
Ashville Road. The project has been in the works
since 2006, and many residents are aware of several
possible routes through our township. The company
running it calls it “AES Sparrows Point/Mid Atlantic
Express pipeline”.

Although the pipeline was approved on January
15, 2009 there was one commissioner opposed to
the project, Jon Wellinghoff, who has now been
named acting chairman of FERC under President
Obama. Numerous government agencies and our
state and Federal senators and representatives have
voiced objections, many stemming from the 169
conditions that needed to be addressed before some
of the construction starts. The project may yet fail
to happen; however, now is the time for AES to start
acquiring rights of way along the pipeline.

If your land is crossed by this pipeline, DON'T
ignore the pipeline company’s requests to survey
your land. Allow them on it only with you present.
Don’t try and tell them why it shouldn’t be done - it
will make someone money so that is what drives
the process. What you can do is redirect the route
so it doesn’t tear up the middle of the yard, but the
edge. Tell them you want sod back on the pasture so
you can put animals out sooner. Ask them to arrange
for boarding your horses, or dogs if needed to cause
least disruption during construction. They have no
more desire to see horses running madly at fences,
or dogs in a frenzy of barking, than you do. Work
with them to insure the least impact on your life,
and on the community.

If you do not cooperate with the company, they
can get permission to take the land by eminent
domain. They will pay what is a “fair market value”
and put it wherever they want. Working with them
gives YOU some part in the process.

If you have an older (50 + years) house or
building on your property, it may qualify for a historic
registry, and that limits pipeline activity near it. If
you have heavily forested land, they should pay for
proper lumbering, and limit impact on forested land.
There are many requirements that a pipeline must
obey, and if you are aware of even some of them, it
gives you more influence on the process.

The main thing you can do is write letters.
Write to FERC, write to AES and copy your senators
and representatives, write to any group you think
has a reason to be involved.

There is some concern that MidAtlantic Express
is not following the route guidelines laid down by
FERC, and they have not yet answered any questions
about the final route.

You can follow the progress of the project, the
appeals, the comments and the hearings on the FERC
website at http://www.ferc.gov  On the upper right
side of the screen is a tab that says “eLibrary” By
clicking that tab, you will be able to search for all
submittals on docket CP07-62, which is the name
of the project. (Also check CP07-63,CP07-64, and
CP07-65)

Website at http://www/mid-atlanticexpress.com to
get phone numbers and what little information they
have posted. A copy of the Environmental Impact
Statement is at the Township building to be looked
at there. There are maps of all proposed routes there.
