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2010 CENSUS: BE COUNTED

During March, every household in the United
States will receive a Census questionnaire
through the mail. The 2010 Census form
contains only ten questions and should take less
than ten minutes to complete. It is wvitally
important that you fill out your Census form and
mail it back as soon as possible.

The primary purpose of the Census is to count

every person residing in the country. The Census

is designed to provide a “snap shot” of our
country’s population on April 1, which is Census

Day. The data provided by the 2010 Census will

be used for a variety of important government

and private sector functions, such as:

e Drawing state and local legislative districts
and determining representation in the House
of Representatives

e Planning for public safety, transportation,
schools, land use, and more

o Distributing more than $400 billion in state
and federal funding

To ensure that residents receive the political

representation and services, to which they are

entitled, it is critical that everyone complete and
return their Census form.

The confidentiality of all information provided is
protected by federal law. The Census Bureau
cannot share respondents’ answers with anyone,
including IRS, FBI, CIA, or any other
government agency. All Census Bureau
employees take an oath of nondisclosure and are
sworn to protect the confidentiality of the data
for life; they risk a fine of up to $250,000 and
jail time for any breach of this oath.

The Census will ask for the respondent’s name,
sex, age, date of birth, ethnicity, race, household

relationships, and housing rental/ownershi;
status. The Census does not ask about the lega
status of the respondent, or for information abou
credit card numbers, social security numbers
religion, or political affiliation.

If Census forms are not returned, Census takers
may visit your residence. They are never to ask
to enter the residence. All Census workers will
carry identification cards with them. If you are
unsure as to whether someone is truly employed
by the Census, you can call the local Census
Office at 717-666-2130 to confirm this.

stamped, self-addressed envelope must
be included with your payment.

e In order to have your payment accepted
within the discount or base period, your
envelope must be postmarked no later
than the dates noted for those payment
periods.

One of the most time consuming parts of being a
Zoning Officer/BCO is answering questions.
Questions pertaining to everything from the
Zoning Ordinance to stray dogs. Yet out of all
the questions asked, the all time most popular
questions still remains, how many animals can I
have on this property? The housing of livestock
(cows, horses, chickens, etc) on property less
than twenty acres in size has a special set of
restrictions. Within these regulations animals are
broken into three weight classes and each weight
class has specific acreage and setback
requirement. For example: all ponies and horses
fall into the group three weight classification.
For each of these animals you are required to
have two acres of property. Acreage can only be
used once, meaning if your parcel contains two
acres and you have one horse you will have
exhausted your animal rights and would be
prohibited from housing any additional
livestock, regardless of - their  weight
classification. Please be sure to contact my
office to discuss these regulations prior to
purchasing your livestock.

Adoption of the 2009 IRC/IBC: The IRC
(International Residential Code) and the IBC
(International Building Code) are the building
standards mandated and set forth by the State
under the Pennsylvania Uniform Construction
Code Act. All construction projects must be
build and inspected according to these standards.
The codes are reviewed and updated by the State
every three years and new versions produced.
Effective January 1, 2010, Little Britain
Township began enforcing the. state mandated
IRC/IBC of 2009. The Zoning Office has a
copy of the 2009 IRC available for review at the
Municipal Building. Any resident or contractor

needing to reference this book is welcome to
schedule an appointment with my office. Any
person wishing to purchase either code book
may do so by contacting the ICC (International
Code Council) at 1-800-786-4452 or by visiting
www.iccsafe.org.

Driveway/Paving Permits: Please, remember
you are required to obtain a driveway permit for
the installation of a new, alteration of an existing
and paving or re-paving, - prior to the
commencement of work. It is the homeowners
responsibility to ensure this permit is obtained.
Failure to obtain the permit prior to construction
will result in a penalty permit, which is more
expensive, as well as, could require the driveway
to be removed and reconstructed if it fails to
meet the driveway specification governed by
Section number 306 of the Little Britain
Township Zoning Ordinance and Ordinance
number 3 of 2004. The Roadmaster can be
contacted at 717-529-2373 extension 3 to answer
questions or schedule inspections regarding
driveways.

Zoning Hearing Deadline: The Zoning
Hearing Application cutoff remains the third
Wednesday of each month. Applications will be
processed, advertised, the property will be posted
and notifications will be mailed to surrounding
property owners during the 30 days between
application and hearing.

PLEASE NOTE: The Zoning Office will be
closed from April 12" through April 26™. No
permits will be processed during this time,
please plan all projects accordingly. If you
would have a true emergency during this time
period please contact the Township Secretary,
Margaret DeCarolis at 717-529-2373 ext.
