Born in Little Britain, he had served as a
Supervisor from January 1990 to December 1996.
He had also been a member of the of the road
crew for over 20 years prior to beginning a new
term as Supervisor in January 2008.

Former Supervisor, Ernie Saniga who had
served for 12 years was appointed to fill the
vacancy left by Mr. Eller until January of next year
when Mr. Eller's successor can be elected and
sworn in.

NEWS FROM THE BOARD

As many of you may be aware,
arrangements are currently being made to
accommodate the transport of steam
generators from the Port of Baltimore to
Three Mile Island. While work on preparing
for this process has been taking place the
last several months, the transportation of the
generators themselves will not begin until the
Fall. Due to the enormous size and weight of
these generators many roads and bridges are
being reinforced to support their weight,
roadways in some areas are being widen and
a tremendous amount of tree and/or branch
trimming is taking place along the proposed
route of travel. The transporting of these
units will be time consuming as they will only
be moving at a rate of 5 M.P.H. and will
require that roadways along their path of
travel be closed intermittently. Any news
received pertaining to road closure dates will
be updated on the Township website as they
are received.

Speaking of the Township Website, the

Board of Supervisors would like to ensure all
residents that a new, updated website is being
created and should be fully up and running by
Mid-August. The Board apologizes for any
inconvenience the delay in creating the new site
has created for any resident. There are several
new features the Board intends to implement

with the newer site that they feel will be
informative to the residents.

Another item the Board would like to
advise residents of is that due to the expense
of contracting with the Lancaster County
Humane League, the Township no longer has
an affiliation with this group. Therefore,
animals retrieved by the Dog Warden within
Little Britain Township are generally being
forwarded to the SPCA of Chester County.
Occasionally animals have been taken to
Humane Leagues in York or Lebanon Counties
as well. In the event that you dog should get
loose, please contact the Chester County
SPCA, local veterinarians or even the dog
warden if necessary to confirm if he retrieved
your animal and where he may have placed
the animal. The dog warden may be reached at
717-392-2692.

In other news, following a public
hearing at which the proposed Solanco
Regional Comprehensive plan was reviewed,
the Board anticipates its adoption at the July
meeting.

In closing, the Board would like to
confirm its commitment to the preservation of
farmland. Over the years, the Board has
continuously supported efforts to ensure the
agricultural nature of our community remains
in tact. However, due to the enormous expense
associated with a new "Farmland Preservation
Township Challenge Grant" initiated by
Lancaster County, the Township will be
unable to participate in this program.

Per the guidelines of this program, the
Township would be forced to match all funding
of the County in preserving farmland. While the
Board is obviously saddened by an initiative
that requires a 50% contribution of funding
towards the preserving of farmland, it is clearly
unable to commit to supporting such a
program. You can be assured however, that
anyone wishing to include their property in a
preservation program will receive support from
the Board in the completion of the applications,
in obtaining Township approvals, etc.
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LANCASTER COUNTY PRESCRIPTION
DRUG DISCOUNT CARD PROGRAM

Beginning in June 2009, the Lancaster
County Board of Commissioners began offering
residents of Lancaster County a FREE
prescription drug discount card. Little Britain
Township is pleased to partner with the
Commissioners by making the Lancaster
County Prescription Drug Discount Card
available for pick up at the Municipal Building
during all regular business hours.

The Lancaster County Prescription
Discount Card provides a discount on
prescriptions not covered by another health
plan at any of the 91 participating pharmacies
in the Lancaster County area or 59,000
participating pharmacies Nationwide. Any
County resident without prescription coverage
can use this program. However, even if you
have insurance for prescription drugs, you may
still benefit from the card by receiving a
discount on prescription drugs your existing
plan does not cover.

There are no eligibility requirements,
enrollment forms, or membership fees to use
the Lancaster County Prescription Drug
Discount Card. Simply pick up a card and take
it to a participating pharmacy to receive a
discount. One card can be used for the whole
family!

WEATHER RADIOS AND DISASTER
SUPPLIES ARE IMPORTANT

In the aftermath of the recent tornado
and storms that hit northern Lancaster County,
many residents have contacted the Office of
Emergency Management inquiring what they
can do to improve the warnings they receive.
According to Randall Gockley, County
Coordinator, each and every home, apartment
and business within Lancaster County should
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sit silently in your home until activated by the
National Weather Service in State College. The
radios are available in department, hardware
and electronic stores for between $20.00 and
$35.00. When making a purchase, make sure
it is Underwriters Laboratory approved and has
battery back up. As part of your disaster
planning, you should also have disaster
supplies in your home for a 3 to 5 day period.

IPIPELINE UPDATE]

From plans on file with the Lancaster
County Conservation District, and according to
the FERC representatives, the pipeline will
follow the Kirks Mill Variation A route, crossing
Honeysuckle, Kirks Mill, Friends and Sleepy
Hollow Roads before rejoining the original route
along Brown Road. Those landowners that
received informational letters last October
should be aware of the variation route. The
township has requested maps from AES Mid
Atlantic Express, and have managed to get
enlargements of maps that have been filed with
FERC. These maps are available for review at
the municipal building. AES/MAE (MidAtlantic
Express) need to obtain permits from the Army
Corps of engineers regarding habitat,
endangered species and waterway crossings, as
well as, water quality permits before any
construction can begin. Now is the time to allow
them access to find the bog turtles, Indiana
Bats, Maryland Golden Asters and all the
underground streams that may be located
within the proposed route. If they are allowed
to look at the land and see that moving the
pipeline, one way or another may lessen the
impact, this is the time to make it happen.
