MAY 10, 2016

The Little Britain Township Board of Supervisors held its regular monthly meeting on Tuesday, May10th, at the Municipal Building, 323 Green Lane, Quarryville, Pennsylvania. Prior notice of the meeting was given.

Chairman, Jerry Emling called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m. A moment of silence was followed by the salute to the Flag.

MINUTES: Motion made by Mr. Coates, seconded by Mr. Proffitt and carried to adopt the minutes of the April 12th Board of Supervisors meetings as printed. 

SANITATION: It was reported that Mr. Stoner collected $375.00 in sanitation fees during the month of April. No well permits were issued. 
ZONING: Zoning Officer, Christine Jackson reported issuing 5 zoning, 6 occupancy, 2 driveway and 1 demolition permits during the month of April along with the acceptance of 2 Zoning Hearing Applications. Ms. Jackson also advised of the following:

· Meeting held with Christ King, Mrs. King, a friend of theirs, Mr. Emling and herself on April 19th, following Mr. King being served with his civil complaint. Mr. King is insistent that he is merely trying to support his family and was unaware of the zoning regulations. Mr. King was advised that his business was to be closed down and/or relocated yet it was still operating and more timber was being brought in. It was also noted that the violations issued by the Lancaster County Conservation District had also not yet been resolved. Ms. Jackson advised that following a site visit to the property prompted by continued complaint calls that she was contacted by the State Police. Ms. King had contacted them following her visit to complain about her being on their property. Ms. Jackson advised the officer that she had right of entry to the property in her capacity as the Township Zoning Officer and Building Code Official but agreed to utilize neighboring properties going forward to monitor the situation as he requested. The neighbors were happy to accommodate her request to use their properties.  
· Zoning Hearing Application of Robert and Joyce Wagner.

· Zoning Hearing Application of Henry Yoder. 

Supervisor, Richard Brenneman entered the meeting at 7:08 p.m.

· Zoning Hearing continuance for Amos Beiler was to be held in April but was cancelled due to a member of the Zoning Hearing Board not attending or being reachable by phone. The current animal requests for his property are 5 horse, 60 broilers and 10 turkeys. This is down from his original requests of 6 horses, 25 layers, 410 broilers, 40 turkeys and 3 pigs. That continuance is now scheduled for April 25th. 
· Request received from Levi Lapp pertaining to the ECHO unit on his Springhill Road property now that his mother has passed away. He is requesting approval to completely remove the interior of the ECHO unit to allow his son-in-law to winter squash in it with it being reclassified as an accessory use structure. Mr. Emling indicated he was concerned over road damage that may occur when the unit is relocated and stated that Mr. Lapp would have to agree to repair any/all damage that occurred. Following a discussion on the matter, Mr. Emling motioned that the unit be approved for use as storage for the squash once it had been completely gutted as long as Mr. Lapp accepted responsibility for all road damage that may occur during the relocation of the structure. Mr. Coates seconded the motion, which carried.   
· Confirmation received from FEMA confirming our Floodplain Ordinance is in compliance with the National Flood Insurance Program.  
· Recent water sample reports collected from homes within the center of Little Britain confirming that their water is considered acceptable as long as it continues to be run through the reverse osmosis system. Ms. Jackson receives reports on these wells quarterly.  
Mr. Emling expressed his appreciation for the well written letter she sent to Representative Cutler pertaining to the proposed changes on high tunnels. Ms. Wood also acknowledged the excellent job done in conveying the concerns of the Township in her correspondence. 
TAXES:  It was reported that Tax Collector, Agnes Reeder collected $49,927.96 in Real Estate tax during the month of April. 

ROADS: A report from Roadmaster, Dan Risk pertaining to activities of the road crew during April was read into the record as follows: 
· Checked roads and cleaned up after storm.
· Replaced rip-rap in gutter on Kinseyville Road. 
· Set up for and cleaned up after Spring Clean Up day.
· Boom mowed brush.
· Changed boom mower over to side mount mower.
· Purchased cold patch in Lancaster and filled in pot holes. 
· Mowed road banks.
· Worked on dirt roads.
· Attended FEMA meeting in Lancaster and PSATS convention in Hershey.
· Replaced damaged guide rail.
· Cleaned side gutters with help from neighboring townships.
· Worked on opening restrooms at the Park. 
· Hauled dirt from municipal building.
· Reviewed driveway permit sites.
· Performed routine equipment maintenance. 

OLD BUSINESS: Ms. Wood indicated her belief that an Old Business agenda item would be helpful in ensuring that all matters discussed in previous months requiring following up were addressed. She then questioned if Mark Daimler had been contacted regarding his willingness to serve as an alternative Sewage Enforcement Officer and if so, what his fee schedule would be. Zoning Officer, Ms. Jackson advised she had contacted his office and was awaiting his response. Ms. Wood then inquired if there were any updates on the situation discussed at the April meeting pertaining to the concerns on Fulton View Road. Ms. Jackson advised she had mailed a violation notice on the matters she could and was awaiting a response.
PAYMENT OF BILLS: Motion made by Mr. Proffitt, seconded by Mr. Brenneman and carried authorizing the payment of General Fund checks 10025 through 10056 in the amount of $20,036.38.   
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION:  Resident, Israel Kinsinger commented on and expressed his appreciation for the manner in which the dirt and gravel roads are being maintained. Resident, Sue Bullitt commented on the commendable work being performed by the road crew. 
PLANNING COMMISSION: Motion made by Mr. Proffitt, seconded by Ms. Wood and carried adopting the minutes of the April 19th Township Planning Commission meeting as printed. Zoning Officer, Ms. Jackson advised that a draft copy of the revisions being considered on Section 440 of the Zoning Ordinance, Keeping of Livestock on Lots Less than 20 Acres in Size was enclosed for review.
Ms. Jackson advised that due to the recent change in all plans being submitted directly to the Township that none of the plans being discussed now have received comments back from the Lancaster County Planning Commission, although they are still within their 30 day window to provide them. She further indicated that going forward plans would be seen by the Board approximately 6 weeks after being reviewed by the Township Planning Commission to allow time for the comments from the County Planning Commission to be received.

Henry & Emma Yoder: Brian Masterson of Regester Associates presented the lot

add-on plan. It was noted that until an accurate livestock count can be obtained, that there 
is a question regarding if this plan will fall under intensive livestock, which will affect the 
setbacks that will need to be met. Based on those unanswered questions, a motion was 
made by Mr. Coates, seconded by Ms. Wood and carried to table this plan until the June 
meeting.  

Paul & Aimee Satterfield: Brian Masterson of Regester Associates presented the lot


add-on plan. As there are no concerns pertaining to this plan, Ms. Jackson requested 
authorization to sign the plan outside of a meeting upon the receipt of comments from the 
Lancaster County Planning Commission. Motion was made by Ms. Wood, seconded by 
Mr. Brenneman and carried authorizing the signing of the plan outside of a meeting.   

Guy Russell Lloyd: Brian Masterson of Regester Associates presented the sub-division/


lot add-on plan and requested the approval of the Sewage Facility Module, Resolution


#4-16.  Following a review of the plan, Mr. Proffitt motioned that authorization be 
granted to sign the plan outside of a meeting upon receipt of comments from the 
Lancaster County Planning Commission and to adopt Resolution #4-16 as presented. Mr. 
Coates seconded the motion, which carried. 
Ms. Jackson advised that development plans were now requesting the signatures of the Chairman and Vice-Chairman and inquired if the Board wanted it to remain that way going forward. Motion made by Mr. Emling, seconded by Mr. Proffitt and carried to authorize the Zoning Officer to continue signing plans on behalf of the Township.  

KEEPING OF LIVESTOCK REGULATIONS FROM COLERAIN TOWNSHIP: Ms. Jackson advised the Board that she had obtained a copy of the Keeping of Livestock regulations from Colerain Township as they had been mentioned several times by the Amish community when addressing their desire to have the livestock regulations within Little Britain Township revised. She further noted that the regulations within Colerain Township did allow for an increase in the animal counts but that they significantly decrease the maximum structure size. In addition, the regulations also indicate that the number of cats and dogs are also tracked and regulated. 

MUNICIPAL BUILDING CLEANING: Ms. Wood advised that she received a call from John Harvey who cleans the municipal building informing her that he would like to spend an additional day between now and June concentrating on the cleaning of windows and the waxing of floors. The Board authorized the additional day of work that would be required to complete these tasks.

Stone: Motion made by Mr. Coates, seconded by Ms. Wood and carried awarding the 
stone bid to Penn/MD for all stones except the 2A Limestone and rice, which is to be 
awarded to New Enterprises. 


Road Oil: Motion made by Mr. Proffitt to award the road oil bid to Asphalt Industries.


Mr. Brenneman seconded the motion, which carried. 


Bituminous Materials: Motion made Mr. Proffitt, seconded by Ms. Wood and carried 
awarding the bituminous material bid to Pennsy Supply.

Seal Coat: Ms. Wood motioned that the seal coat bid be awarded to Asphalt Industries.

The motion was seconded by Mr. Coates and carried.


Road Equipment: A motion to award the road equipment bid to Long’s Asphalt was 
made by Ms. Wood, seconded by Mr. Proffitt and carried. 
RELEASE OF ESCROW: Zoning Officer, Ms. Jackson advised that a request for a reduction in escrow has been received from Brent Landis. While the request was received too late to obtain comments from the Township Engineer for this meeting, Ms. Jackson was requesting authorization to comply with the Engineer’s comments in reducing the letter of credit as it is set to renew shortly and Mr. Landis would like to renew it at a reduced amount. Mr. Proffitt motioned that authorization be granted to reduce the letter of credit per the Engineer’s comments as requested. The motion was seconded by Mr. Coates and carried.  
LONG RANGE TRANSPORTATION PLAN: The Board was advised that a copy of the Long Range Transportation Plan was available for review. Comments on the plan are being accepted by the County Transportation Committee through May 31st. 
TRAINING/SEMINARS: Upcoming training and seminars were reviewed.  
ADJOURNMENT: At 8:21 p.m., being no further business, motion was made by Mr. Coates, seconded by Ms. Wood and carried to adjourn the meeting.
