TEMPORARY CHAIRMAN: Motion made by Mr. Proffitt, seconded by Ms. Wood and carried appointing Mr. Jackson as Temporary Chairman.

ELECTION OF OFFICERS: 

Chairman: Motion made by Mr. Proffitt, seconded by Ms. Wood and carried

reappointing Mr. Emling as Chairman.


Vice-Chairman: Motion made by Mr. Proffitt, seconded by Ms. Wood and carried reappointing Mr. Jackson as Vice-Chairman.

2013 APPOINTMENTS:

Mr. Jackson turned the chairmanship over to Mr. Emling for the remainder of the meeting. Mr. Emling advised that an executive session was conducted prior to the meeting to discuss personnel issues.


Accounting Firm: Motion made by Mr. Proffitt, seconded by Ms. Wood and carried reappointing the Trout, Ebersole and Groff as the Townships accounting firm.


Bank: Motion made by Mr. Proffitt, seconded by Mr. Jackson and carried designating PNC Bank as the bank for official Township business.  


Cleaning Services: Motion made by Ms. Wood, seconded by Mr. Emling and carried reappointing Deborah Harvey to provide cleaning services at a rate of $100.00 per cleaning.


 Emergency Management Coordinator: Motion made by Mr. Proffitt, seconded by Mr. Jackson and carried reappointing Ronald Criswell as EMS Coordinator.


Engineer: Motion made by Mr. Jackson, seconded by Ms. Wood and carried reappointing the firm of Light-Heigel Associates as the Engineering firm.

Fire Company Liaison: Motion made by Ms. Wood, seconded by Mr. Emling and carried reappointing Mr. Proffitt as the Township liaison for the Robert Fulton Fire Company.

Inter-Municipal Council: Motion made by Mr. Emling, seconded by Mr. Jackson and carried appointing Ms. Wood as the Township representative and Mr. Proffitt as the Alternative representative on the Inter-Municipal Council.


Legal Notices: Motion made by Mr. Proffitt, seconded by Mr. Emling and carried to place legal notices in the Ledger News and Lancaster Newspapers.


Library Liaison: Motion made by Mr. Proffitt, seconded by Ms. Wood and carried reappointing Mr. Jackson as the Township liaison with the Quarryville Library.


Mileage Reimbursement: Motion made by Mr. Proffitt, seconded by Mr. Jackson and carried confirming the mileage reimbursement rate of 56.5¢ per mile, consistent with IRS guidelines.


Park Board: Motion made by Ms. Wood, seconded by Mr. Jackson and carried reappointing Mark Harris and Don Roland to 5-year terms on the Park Board.


Planning Commission: Motion made by Mr. Jackson, seconded by Mr. Emling and carried reappointing Jim Bullitt and Elaine Craig to 4-year terms on the Township Planning Commission.


Planning Commission Secretary: Motion made by Mr. Proffitt, seconded by Mr. Emling and carried reappointing Jennifer Brown as the Township Planning Commission Secretary at a rate of $123.19 per meeting.


Roadmaster: Motion made by Mr. Proffitt, seconded by Mr. Jackson and carried to request an annual salary of $51,437.78 along with 4 weeks paid vacation for Jerry Emling as Roadmaster be made to the Auditors. Mr. Emling abstained from voting.


Road Crew: Motion made by Mr. Jackson, seconded by Mr. Emling and carried reappointing Frank Gore and Troy Jones as full-time road crew members at a rate of $22.57 per hour.  


Seasonal Employees: Motion made by Ms. Wood, seconded by Proffitt and carried to retain the current rate of $18.31 per hour for seasonal employees.


SECA Representative: Motion made by Mr. Emling, seconded by Ms. Wood and carried appointing Mr. Jackson as the SECA Representative.


Secretary/Treasurer: Motion made by Mr. Proffitt, seconded by Mr. Jackson and carried reappointing Margaret DeCarolis as Secretary/Treasurer for a one year term at an hourly rate of $20.06.


Sewage Enforcement Officer: Motion made by Mr. Jackson, seconded by Mr. Proffitt and carried reappointing Marvin Stoner as Sewage Enforcement Officer with an annual salary of $5,000.00.


Solicitor: Motion made by Mr. Emling, seconded by Mr. Jackson and carried reappointing the firm of Blakinger, Byler and Thomas, P.C. as Solicitor for the Township. 


Treasurer Bond: Motion made by Mr. Jackson, seconded by Mr. Proffitt and carried to maintain the amount of the Treasurer’s Bond at $1,000,000.00.


Working Supervisors: Motion made by Mr. Proffitt, seconded by Ms. Wood and carried to retain the current rate of $18.31 per hour for working supervisors.


Zoning Officer: Motion made by Mr. Proffitt, seconded by Mr. Emling and carried reappointing Christine Jackson as the Zoning Officer with a salary of $25,500.00 per year. Mr. Jackson abstained from voting.


Zoning Hearing Board Secretary: Motion made by Mr. Proffitt, seconded by Mr. Emling and carried reappointing Dorothy Simpson to a one year term as Zoning Hearing Board Secretary at a rate of $123.19 per meeting for up to 3 hearings with an additional $10.00 per hearing being paid for each additional hearing.  


Dental/Vision Plan: Motion made by Mr. Proffitt, seconded by Mr. Jackson and carried to maintain the annual allocation of $1,000.00 per year on the Dental/Vision program. Mr. Emling abstained from voting. 


Road Crew Holidays: Motion made by Mr. Proffitt, seconded by Mr. Jackson and carried authorizing 10 paid holidays for full-time road crew members as follows:

Vacation Schedule: Motion made by Ms. Wood, seconded by Mr. Proffitt and carried authorizing 4 weeks of vacation for Frank Gore and 2 weeks of vacation for Troy Jones per the employee manuals established guidelines.

Robert Fulton Fire Company: Motion made by Mr. Proffitt, seconded by Mr. Emling and carried recognizing the Robert Fulton Fire Company as the official Fire Company of the Township.


State Convention Delegates: Motion made by Ms. Wood, seconded by Mr. Jackson and carried appointing Jerry Emling to serve as the voting delegate at the State Convention.

REGULAR BUSINESS

MINUTES: Motion made by Mr. Proffitt, seconded by Ms. Wood and carried to approve the minutes of the December 11th meeting as printed.

SANITATION: It was reported that Mr. Stoner had not generated any income in sanitation fees during December.

ZONING: Zoning Officer, Christine Jackson reported issuing 3 building, 9 occupancy, 1 demolition and 2 extension permits during December. Ms. Jackson also advised the Board of printing problems being encountered with the copier donated for printing plans. An estimate of $430.00, which includes travel time and 1 hour of service was obtained through Print-O-Stat.  Following a brief discussion of the use of the machine and lack of vendors available to service it, Ms. Wood motioned the Board authorize this company to service the machine as well as to obtain price estimates on the purchase of a new machine. Mr. Proffitt seconded the motion, which carried.  

ROADS: Roadmaster, Jerry Emling reported on the following December road crew activities:

· Installed drain tile on Fairmount Road.

· Graded Fulton Britain and Fern Crest Roads.

· Cleaned Park.

· Installed pipe across Fairmount Road.

· Cleaned equipment and performed routine maintenance

· Hauled stone to Pine Grove Road. 

· Cleaned side gutters and installed tile drain on Fairmount Road.

· Hauled stone to the salt shed.

· Hauled stone to Blue Gill, Oak, Fulton Britain and Brabson Roads.

· Placed rip-rap around pipe on and rolled Fairmount Road.

· Graded Pine Grove Road.

· Salted and cindered roads.

· Hauled stone to Scott and Blue Gill Roads.

· Mixed salt and cinders.

Plans for January/February
· Replace pipe on Fairmount Road for Dirt & Gravel Grant.

TAXES: The Board was advised that the Township received $701.55 in Real Estate tax and $42.57 in Interim tax during the month of December. It was also noted that all unpaid taxes for the year 2012 had been turned over for collection.

PAYMENT OF BILLS: Motion made by Mr. Proffitt, seconded by Mr. Jackson and carried authorizing the payment of General Fund checks 8592 through 8623 in the amount of $19,471.73. Motion made by Mr. Proffitt, seconded by Ms. Wood and carried authorizing the payment of General Fund check 8624 in the amount of $51.49. Mr. Jackson abstained from voting. 

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION: The meeting was opened for public participation with no response. 

TOWNSHIP PLANNING COMMISSION: Motion made by Mr. Proffitt, seconded by Mr. Jackson and carried adopting the minutes of the December 18th Township Planning Commission. 

NEIGHBORHOOD WATCH: Resident, Peg Donohoe advised of concerns in her neighborhood pertaining to the recent burglaries taking place and of her desire to see a neighborhood watch established. Ms. Wood indicated her belief that the neighborhood watch reported to the Police Chief in the past. During a discussion on the topic, it was noted that Pat DiAugustine was involved in the previous watch program and should be contacted for information. Ms. DeCarolis will follow-up with her as well as Lt. Gibble of the State Police for information on this matter. Ms. Donohoe advised the Board she would be willing to act as a liaison for the Township or assist in any way possible in creating a new watch program.

SPRING CLEAN-UP DAY: Following a discussion on establishing a more orderly manner for residents to drop off their items, a date of Saturday, May 18th was established for the annual clean-up day event. 

COMMUNITY PARK CLEAN-UP DAY: Ms. Wood questioned the need for the event to be held annually when the Park is in such good condition. Ms. Jackson noted she has already been approached by 4-H who would like to volunteer their services again for this purpose. Ms. Wood was uncertain if a Board member needed to be present should the event be held again but stated she could contact Park Board members if needed to see if they would be willing to oversee the event. Resident, Mr. Wood questioned if holding the event so late in May would interfere with Park Reservations and use. Following a discussion on this matter, the Board decided to revisit the issue in February to confirm if they wanted to establish a date for this event.

EASTER EGG HUNT: A date of Saturday, March 23rd was established for the Annual Egg Hunt. Activities will begin at 1p.m. The egg hunt will begin at 2 p.m. 

RESOLUTION #1-13: Destruction of Municipal Records – Motion made by Mr. Proffitt, seconded by Mr. Jackson and carried authorizing the destruction of the 2002 Financial Records, Material Contracts from 2000 to 2005, State Ethic Statements of Financial Interests from 2000 to 2005 and County Transportation grants from 1995 to 1999.

LANCASTER COUNTY FIRE POLICE TASK FORCE: The Board was advised of a request from the County Wide Communications department indicating their desire to form a task force to provide fire police within the County as needed. Each municipality within the County is being encouraged to adopt a resolution of support for such a task force. Following a brief discussion pertaining to the possible financial obligations such an arrangement could pose to the Township; the Board tabled the matter until additional information could be obtained. The Board was also advised that Tracy Tomlinson was elected the new Fire Chief of the Robert Fulton Fire Company.

MUNICIPAL REFUSE HAULER: Bids from Cauler Container and Econ Refuse Services were opened. Following a review of the bids received, Ms. Wood motioned the award be made to Econ Refuse Service for the bid price of $200.00 per month. Mr. Emling seconded the motion, which carried. Mr. Proffitt abstained from voting.  

AGRICULTURAL SECURITY LAND REQUEST: The Board was advised of requests received from William and Diane Hershey of 26 Fern Crest Road to place 203 acres of their property and of Helen Hershey of 486 Balance Meeting Road to place 50.5 acres of her land into the Agricultural Security Area. Zoning Officer, Ms. Jackson advised that per the Solicitor of the Agricultural Preserve Area that applications are no longer allowed to be processed through the 180-day procedure. All requests must now be presented to the Townships Agricultural Security Board and approved by the Board of Supervisors. Ms. Jackson indicated concern over all previous members of the Agricultural Preserve Board being willing to continue their service in that capacity. Ms. Wood indicated she would check with her husband to confirm if he would be willing to serve in place of his father, Jesse Wood who is still listed as a member of the committee.

TRAINING/SEMINARS: Upcoming training and seminars were reviewed. Ms. Jackson requested approval to attend training at the State Convention that may be available in order to ensure she maintains her continuing education credits necessary for her Building Code Official certification. Motion made by Mr. Emling, seconded by Mr. Proffitt and carried to authorize Ms. Jackson to attend classes if desired.

ADJOURNMENT: At 8:08 p.m., being no further business, motion was made by Mr. Jackson, seconded by Mr. Proffitt and carried to adjourn the meeting.
