December 11, 2012

The Little Britain Township Board of Supervisors held its regular monthly meeting on Tuesday, December 11th, at the Municipal Building, 323 Green Lane, Quarryville, Pennsylvania. Prior notice of the meeting was given.

Chairman, Jerry Emling, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. A moment of silence was followed by the salute to the flag.

MINUTES: Motion made by Mr. Proffitt, seconded by Mr. Jackson and carried to adopt the minutes of the November 13th meeting as printed.

SANITATION: It was reported that Mr. Stoner turned in $450.00 for November sanitation fees. The Board was also advised of a sewage malfunction at 215 Little Britain Road, which Mr. Stoner had contacted the resident regarding. Mr. Groff questioned if a new septic system was installed when the home was built. Ms. Jackson, Zoning Officer advised that a new system had been installed and that a new drain field would be installed as soon as weather permits.

ZONING: Zoning Officer, Christine Jackson reported issuing 7 building, 16 occupancy and 1 demolition permits during November, along with the acceptance of 3 Zoning Hearing Application. Ms. Jackson also advised of the following: 

· Zoning Hearing Application of Tim and Maureen Rhoades.

· Zoning Hearing Application of John Fisher.   

ROADS: Roadmaster, Jerry Emling reported on the following November road crew activities along with plans for work to be performed in December and January.

· Cleaned all drains boxes before Hurricane Sandy.

· Removed trees from various Roads.

· Cleaned side gutters on Brabson, Bluegill and Camp Roads.

· Graded Pine Grove, Cedar, Reath, Springhill, Black, Fairmount and Scott Roads.

· Hauled stone to salt shed.

· Prepared all trucks for snowstorm. 

· Removed and relocated all camera’s. 

· Removed stone from box culvert on Ballance Mill Road and placed on Camp Road.

· Prepare box culvert for paving.

· Closed temporary road on Bluff.

· Performed routine equipment maintenance. 

· Graded Reath, Fulton Britain and Springhill Roads.

· Back filled along Ballance Mill Road.

· Helped install guide rails on Balance Mill and Kirks Mill Roads.

· Removed trash in side gutters on Eagle Road.

· Cleaned and mowed Park. 

· Hauled stone to and dirt from Fairmount Road. Also installed tile drain.

· Salted and cindered.

Plans for January/February
· Finish Dirt & Gravel Road project on Fairmount Road. (weather permitting)

Ms. Wood inquired if mowing at Park was close to completion for the season and was advised the last mowing was primarily for mulching of leaves. Ms. Wood questioned if the person requesting the use of the building was able to establish a non-conflicting date and was advised that she had already used the facility and all went well. Ms. Wood additionally questioned if anyone had been contacted and/or looked at the water leakage problem occurring at the municipal building. She was advised that Mr. Risk has checked on several areas where the water may be coming through but wants to review the situation again following a heavy rain to confirm suspicions. He confirmed there was no caulking around a vent under a rainspout and indicated concern over there being no slant on the outside windowsills. In conclusion, Ms. Wood inquired if any additional bids had been received for the repairs on the roof of the gazebo at the Park and was advised nothing else had been received. Mr. Emling advised of his belief that a handicapped port-a-potty should be installed at the Township Park during the winter months. Ms. Wood questioned if the Township was receiving request for this and was advised we were not. A brief discussion pursued pertaining to various designs and it was suggested an octagonal shaped handicapped design would probably be the most durable for a location such as the Park. Mr. Jackson motioned that bids for the placement of a handicapped port-a-potty for the Park be obtained. Ms. Wood seconded the motion, which carried.

TOWNSHIP REFUSE SERVICE: Mr. Proffitt indicated his desire to see the Township obtain bids for refuse services again. He indicated that due to his company, Econ Refuse purchasing the company that previously serviced the Township, he believed this service should again be bid. Mr. Emling motioned the Township advertise for trash service bids. The motion was seconded by Mr. Groff and carried. Mr. Proffitt abstained from voting.

TAXES:  The Board was advised that the Township received $1,291.91 in Real Estate and $17.69 in Interim tax during the month of November. 

PAYMENT OF BILLS: Motion made by Mr. Proffitt, seconded by Mr. Jackson and carried authorizing the payment of General Fund checks 8562 through 8589 in the amount of $33,455.15.  Motion was made by Ms. Wood, seconded by Mr. Groff and carried authorizing the payment of General Fund checks 8590 through 8591 in the amount of $462.04. Mr. Jackson and Mr. Proffitt both abstained from voting due to a financial conflict. 

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION: The meeting was opened for public participation, with no response. 

PLANNING COMMISSION: Motion made by Mr. Proffitt, seconded by Mr. Jackson and carried adopting the minutes of the November 20th Township Planning Commission meeting. The Board was advised by Zoning Officer, Ms. Jackson of the attachments to the minutes pertaining to the Planning Commissions recommendation of denying the additional Zoning Hearing request of Levi Fisher. Ms. Jackson also presented the minor subdivision plan for lot #43 of the Baribault subdivision. She advised of the comments from Township Engineer, Ed Fisher and responded to questions pertaining to stormwater runoff. Following the conclusion of the plan review, Mr. Proffitt motioned approval be granted to Ms. Jackson for the signing of the mylars on this plan, once received. Mr. Groff seconded the motion, which carried. 

RESOLUTION #9-12: 2013 Tax Rate: Motion made by Mr. Proffitt, seconded by Mr. Jackson, and carried to adopt Resolution #9-12 confirming the Real Estate Tax rate of .39 mills for the year 2013.

RESOLUTION #10-12: 2013 Budget: Ms. Wood indicated concern over the $9,075.00 listed for municipal building repairs and maintenance  being sufficient to cover the expenses the Township was likely to incur to resolve the water problem it has. The Board advised that until the water problem is clearly identified they are unable to accurately predict the expense of the remedy and stated that additional funding could be allocated to this budget category at a later date is so needed. Mr. Proffitt inquired if the funding received from the Sewage Enforcement Officer was on par with the proposed salary for that position in 2013. He was reminded of the information presented during the budget workshop in October confirming the income generated by Mr. Stoner both in fees and services as well as through State reimbursement, which appear compatible with the current salary for this position. Following this discussion, Mr. Proffitt motioned the adoption of Resolution #10-12, The Little Britain Township budget for 2013.The motion was seconded by Mr. Emling and carried.

EQUIPMENT BIDS: The Board was advised that no bids had been received on the equipment advertised. Following a brief discussion, Mr. Proffitt motioned that the equipment be recycled as scrap once all usable parts have been removed. Mr. Groff seconded the motion, which carried.

CHESTER WATER AUTHORITY: The Board was advised that the Chester Water Authority would be conducting a test on their Emergency Plan on December 18th. 

EMPLOYEE MANUAL: Mr. Emling advised he would like to see the Bereavement Leave section on page 17 be reworded to state employees will receive three days of bereavement leave, not three consecutive days as the proposed manual currently indicates. He also indicated that brother-in-laws and sister-in-laws are not included as members of the immediate family as they currently are and believe they should be included. Following a brief discussion, Mr. Jackson motioned that both of the proposed changes be included in the revision on the proposed employee manual. Mr. Proffitt seconded the motion, which carried. The Board was also advised of the proposed changes that had been incorporated into the manual and presented with a listing of items discussed previously where no determinations had been made. The Board will review these items prior to their January meeting.

ROADMASTER POSITION: Mr. Proffitt inquired is applications were being received for the Roadmaster position and questioned when the Board felt it would begin interviewing. He was advised that several applications had been returned and that requests were still being received for them. Following a brief discussion, Mr. Proffitt motioned that applications be accepted through December 31st. Ms. Wood seconded the motion, which carried. Mr. Emling advised of his belief that a committee should be established to review the applications, conduct interviews and make recommendations to the Board to ensure compliance with the Sunshine Act. During a discussion pertaining to the Roadmaster position, Mr. Emling reminded all Board members that matters discussed during an executive session pertaining to personnel issues were not be discussed outside of that forum. A motion to conduct an executive session at 6:30 on January 7th prior to the re-organizational meeting allowing the Board to review and discuss the applications received was made by Mr. Wood, seconded by Mr. Proffitt and carried. Ms. Wood then motioned to appointment Mr. Emling and Mr. Proffitt for the committee to conduct interviews and make recommendations to the Board. Mr. Jackson seconded the motion, which carried. 

TRAINING/SEMINARS: Upcoming training and seminars were reviewed. The Board was advised that the Secretary/Treasurer would be attending a free seminar on December 12th being hosted by Trout, Ebersole & Groff, the Township’s accounting firm. 

ADJOURNMENT: At 8:00 p.m. being no further business, motion was made by Mr. Proffitt, seconded by Mr. Groff and carried to adjourn the meeting.
