The Little Britain Township Board of Supervisors held its regular monthly meeting on Tuesday, April 12th, at the Municipal Building, 323 Green Lane, Quarryville, Pennsylvania. Prior notice of the meeting was given.

Chairman, Dan Proffitt called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. A moment of silence was followed by the salute to the Flag.

MINUTES: Motion made by Mr. Emling, seconded by Mr. Wood and carried to adopt the minutes the March 8th meeting as printed.

SANITATION: It was reported that Mr. Stoner turned in $150.00 for March Sanitation fees.

ZONING: Ms. Jackson, Zoning Officer reported issuing 12 building, 11 occupancy, 1 permit extension and 3 driveway permits during March along with the acceptance of 1 Conditional Use and 2 Zoning Hearing Applications. Ms. Jackson advised of the following:

· Zoning Hearing Application of Jonathan Esh.

· Zoning Hearing Application of Enos Lapp.

· Concern expressed by resident, Mr. Osborne pertaining to the Jonathan Esh Zoning Hearing Application. She advised that he had requested contact information for each of them so they may be hearing from him prior to the hearing scheduled on April 20th. 

· Request to have locked installed on the posting board outside of the municipal building as items have been disappearing fairly regularly recently. Not only does this pose an expense to the Township; it also posing a potential legal issue as postings pertaining to hearings are placed there. Following a brief discussion, the Board authorized Mr. Emling to make adjustments as necessary to secure the posting board.

· Audit to be conducted on April 20th on 3 commercial projects that have been completed within the Township by the Department of Labor and Industry.

· Ongoing issue with AT&T over the screening that was a requirement of their Conditional Use Hearing prior to installing a tower on King Pen Road. The company performing the work had provided a certified check for $15,400.00 as escrow to ensure the work was completed. While the check received is still redeemable, it has just been submitted to the State as unclaimed. Ms. Jackson is working on contacting the State to have the funds released. Additionally, now that Verizon is seeking approval to tie into the tower, AT&T appears more willing to comply with the original conditions established during their hearing.

· A letter received from previous resident, Jeffrey Bower of Friends Road requesting the Townships forgiveness for his previous actions in setting his home on fire. He is aware of the deteriorated condition of the property at this time and apologizes to the residents of the area for the eyesore they are currently forced to live with.

ROADS: Roadmaster, Jerry Emling reported on the following March road crew activities:

· Cut limbs and trees on roads and at Park.

· Hauled stone to Eagle, Fern Crest, Widdowson, and Fulton Britain Rds.

· Hauled 4’s and 2A’s to Springhill Rd.

· Performed routine equipment maintenance.

· Rolled Eagle, Fern Crest, Widdowson, Springhill and Fulton Britain Rds. 

· Hauled stone to Pine Grove and Reath Rds.

· Salted and cindered roads. 

· Hauled stone to and graded Camp and Brabson Rds.

· Cleaned boxes on all roads before rain.

· Graded Scott, Short and Cedar Rds.

· Hauled stone to pipe on Ashville Rd.

· Cleaned pipe on Fulton View Rd. 

· Cleaned and painted wall at Park.

· Hauled R-5 RipRap to pipes along Scott Rd.

· Hauled dirt and stumps from Kirk Mill Road.

· Installed grass mat and straw on Kirks Mill Rd. 

· Swept Kirks Mill Rd.

· Hauled washed ½” stone to municipal building for skin patching.

· Cleaned Park.

Plans for April/May
· Bank Removal on Kirks Mill Road

· Skin Patching

Mr. Emling advised of vandalism that took place at the Park, which caused approximately $800.00 worth of damage. Mr. Emling also questioned if the Board wanted to bid again this year for a landscaper to perform work at the Park or if they would prefer to remain with Susquehanna Landscapers who performed the work last year. Mr. Groff questioned if any other company had inquired about performing the work and was advised they had not. Following a brief discussion of the work to be performed, Mr. Proffitt motioned that the Township maintain the services of Susquehanna Landscape for the 2011 season. The motion was seconded by Mr. Jackson and carried. Additionally, Mr. Emling advised that the roadcrew was laying grass matting or straw daily on Kirks Mill Road per the requirements of the permits obtained.

Secretary/Treasurer, Ms. DeCarolis inquired if Mr. Wood believed there would be time on Saturday, April 30th during the Park Clean Up to power wash the gazebo. Mr. Wood indicated he had a power washer and would bring it that day. If there were sufficient volunteers to perform the other work necessary, they would power wash the gazebo as well.

TAXES: The Board was advised payments have been received from the County Treasurer’s Office totaling $7,047.83 in Real Estate and $8.92 in Interim taxes being collected. Secretary/Treasurer, Ms. DeCarolis advised the Board of the reports being received from the County Treasurers office and inquired if the Board wanted full copies of their report going forward or simply a summary of the information including the number of bills and dollar amount collected. Mr. Emling indicated he felt a summary of the information would be sufficient, the other Board members agreed.

PAYMENT OF BILLS: Motion made by Mr. Jackson, seconded by Mr. Emling and carried authorizing the payment of General Fund checks 7836 through 7888 in the amount of $45,431.46 and Kirks Mill Road Takeback checks 3045 through 3048 in the amount of $23,096.05. Motion made by Mr. Wood, seconded by Mr. Proffitt and carried authorizing the payment of General Fund check 7889 in the amount of $54.51 and Kirks Mill Road Takeback check 3039 in the amount of $5,814.56. Mr. Jackson abstained from voting.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION: Chris Schwerin, a member of the Robert Fulton Fire Company presented the Board with a statistical summary of events as well as a budget summary for the year 2010. When questioned about the results from the recent mud sale/auction, Mr. Schwerin indicated it appeared the event went well and was another successful fundraiser for the Fire Company.

AUDIT REPORT: Secretary/Treasurer, Ms. DeCarolis presented the Board with the audit report for 2010 completed by Trout, Ebersole & Groff. A full copy of the report along with comments submitted by the firm are on file in the Secretary’s office. Mr. Proffitt indicated he had spoken with Ms. Jansen from Trout, Ebersole & Groff as well and inquired about having a funding forecast completed for the Township. It was noted that approximately 85% of the funding received by the Township are received through Earned Income and Real Estate taxes with few areas where fluctuations were are probable. Expenses each year are based on the income projected so unless a large unforeseen event or matter occurred it was doubtful that a financial forecast would provide any new information to the Board.

COPIER: Ms. DeCarolis, Secretary/Treasurer advised the Board that she has been in touch with The Phillips Group pertaining to the current lease on the copier. They are unwilling to discuss an early release from the lease agreement unless the Township would be purchasing a copier outright from them. The Stratix Group provided documentation indicating the annual expense of purchasing their Ricoh MP-C2051 copier versus the Brother Personal copier the Township is considering. His analyze indicates that should the Township utilize the copier for a period of 36 months or more that the Ricoh copier would be the more cost effective purchase for the Township. A brief discussion pursued that based on the swiftness with which technology is being upgraded that is not business wise to consider cost savings so far in the future as the needs of the Township could be vastly different at that time.  

CENSUS 2010: Ms. DeCarolis, Secretary/Treasurer advised the Board that the population figures of the 2010 were now available. Little Britain Township experienced a growth of 16.8% between the 2000 and 2010 census. The current population is listed as 4,106 residents.

LANCASTER COUNTY DRUG TASK FORCE: The Board was advised that the annual request for funding from the Lancaster County Drug Task Force was received. They request a donation of $1.00 per capita ($4,106.00 based on the 2010 census) The Board discussed the work of the agency and the donation made in 2010 versus the requested amount. Following this discussion, a motion was made by Mr. Proffitt, seconded by Mr. Groff and carried authorizing the donation of $1,500.00, which is an increase of $500.00 from the 2010 donation.

Stone: Mr. Emling discussed the variance in the FOB versus the DEL prices for stone. Based on the FOB prices, Independence would be the best overall bid. Based on DEL prices, Haines & Kibblehouse are the low bidder. Mr. Wood questioned if bid prices could increase due to increase in fuel cost and was advised that based on the bidding process they should not. He further asked if splitting the bid was allowed allowing the Township to capitalize on savings depending on the manner in which the stone is obtained. Mr. Emling advised it was, however in doing so the companies may be less likely to submit bids going forward. Following a discussion on the matter, a motion was made by Mr. Proffitt, seconded by Mr. Groff and carried awarding the Stone bid to Independence. 

Super Pave – Delivery: Based on bids received, Mr. Wood motioned that the bid be awarded to Independence. The motion was seconded by Mr. Proffitt and carried. 

Super Pave – Placing: Mr. Emling motioned the bid be awarded to Long’s Asphalt. Mr. Wood seconded the motion, which carried.

Road Oil: Mr. Emling advised this oil is used for skin patching. He further advised that the RC250 is usually used, as it is a better oil that is allowed to be used between October and April. The EM3 product is an oil and water mix that may be used anytime after May 15th. While it is less expensive, about one-third more product is required to be used. Following a discussion on the matter, Mr. Wood motioned that Martins Paving be awarded the contract for the RC250 product. Mr. Jackson seconded the motion, which carried.

Seal Coat: Motion made by Mr. Proffitt, seconded by Mr. Emling and carried awarding the contract to Martin’s Paving.

Reclamation: Based on bids received, Mr. Jackson motioned the contract for reclamation be awarded to Re-Con. The motion was seconded by Mr. Wood and carried. 

Road Equipment: Motion was made by Mr. Proffitt, seconded by Mr. Wood and carried awarding the bid for road equipment to Long’s Asphalt.

Tree Equipment: Mr. Emling motioned the Tree Equipment contract be awarded to Oatman’s. Mr. Wood seconded the motion, which carried.

Heavy Equipment: Mr. Emling advised the Board of a concern regarding the bid received from R&H. Equipment is listed in their bid which may not be owned by the company, which would make the bid defective. The Board discussed Mr. Emling’s concern prior to Mr. Wood motioning that the bid be awarded to R&H. Mr. Groff seconded the motion which carried. Mr. Emling opposed the motion based on his concern over it being defective. Mr. Jackson abstained from all conversation and voting on this matter.

PLANNING COMMISSION: Motion made by Mr. Emling, seconded by Mr. Jackson and carried adopting the minutes of the March 22nd Township Planning Commission meeting as printed.  

TRAINING/SEMINARS: Upcoming training and seminars were reviewed. It was noted that the Easter Egg Hunt would be held on Saturday, April 16th. It was also announced that both the Annual Clean-Up Day for residents and the Community Clean-Up day at the Park would be held on April 30th.  

ADJOURNMENT: At 8:50 p.m., being no further business, motion was made by Mr. Proffitt, seconded by Mr. Wood and carried to adjourn the meeting.
