The Little Britain Township Board of Supervisors held its regular monthly meeting on Tuesday, May 10th, at the Municipal Building, 323 Green Lane, Quarryville, Pennsylvania. Prior notice of the meeting was given.

Vice-Chairman, Randy Jackson called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. A moment of silence was followed by the salute to the Flag.

MINUTES: Motion made by Mr. Emling, seconded by Mr. Wood and carried to adopt the minutes of the April 12th Board of Supervisors meeting and the Noah Sensenig ECHO hearing.

SANITATION: It was reported that Mr. Stoner collected $375.00 in sanitation fees during the month of April.

ZONING: It was reported that Zoning Officer, Christine Jackson reported issuing 14 building, 6 occupancy, 1 driveway, 1 extension and 2 demolition permits during the month of April. The Board of Supervisors were also advised of the following:

· A Zoning Hearing to be held for Dennis Kauffman.

· A request received from Terri Michael of the Agriculture Preserve Board to allow 5.2 acres of property within Little Britain Township to included in an agricultural security area. The owners of the property are Gus and Esther Lloyd, who own a total of 55.5 acres of land. The Ag-Preserve Board had believed all of the Lloyd’s property was located within East Drumore Township. Upon further investigation, it was discovered that 13.6 acres were located within Fulton Township and 5.2 acres in Little Britain. All standards procedures and requirements of the law were completed by East Drumore Township prior to this error being discovered. Following a discussion on the matter, Mr. Wood motioned that the inclusion of this property for Agricultural Preserve be approved. Mr. Groff seconded the motion, which carried. 

TAXES:  It was reported that County Treasurer’s office collected $9,505.83 in real estate tax during the month of April. 

ROADS: Roadmaster, Jerry Emling reported on the following April road crew activities:

· Hauled dirt and stumps from Kirks Mill Rd.

· Took equipment to Lewis’ for repairs.

· Cleaned and mowed park.

· Performed routine equipment maintenance.

· Replaced brushes on the sweepster. 

· Places notices near mailboxes on Kirks Mill Road for residents pertaining to road project.

· Spread mulch at the Park under the playground equipment.

· Swept various roads.

· Installed Stop sign on Fulton Inn Road.

· Graded Scott Road.

· Mowed road banks.

· Skin Patched.

Plans for May/June
· Continue work on Kirks Mill Road

PAYMENT OF BILLS: Motion made by Mr. Emling, seconded by Mr. Wood and carried authorizing the payment of General Fund checks 7890 through 7922 in the amount of $21,579.40.  Motion was made by Mr. Wood, seconded by Mr. Emling and carried authorizing the payment of State Fund checks 1851 through 1852 in the amount of $15,967.39 and Kirks Mill Takeback checks 3050 through 3054 in the amount of $42,433.79. Motion made by Mr. Emling, seconded by Mr. Wood and carried authorizing the payment of check number 3055 from the Kirks Mill Takeback account to Andrew Jackson Excavating in the amount of $9,728.16. Mr. Jackson abstained from voting.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION: Judge of Elections, Linda Bolt reminded the Board of Election Day on Tuesday, May 17th and indicated that election personnel would prefer to set-up on Sunday again versus Monday evening. The Board approved this request. Park Board Member, Pat Wood questioned if the water leak at the Park had been repaired. Mr. Emling advised the leak was repaired and the matter resolved. He further advised of additional vandalism at the Park pertaining to paper towels being set on fire prior to being thrown into commodes. The State Police were contacted in case of arson. Mr. Emling further advised that he had spoken with Mr. Neff recently who advised him that due to new technology that the price of a security for the Park would be cheaper now than previously thought. Additionally, with the new technology that images recorded at the Park could be sent directly to the Municipal building. Resident, Debbie Proffitt indicated that she had recently purchased a security system from Costco that appeared to have some of the features Mr. Emling had mentioned at an extremely reasonable rate. Ms. Wood then questioned who is mowing the Park. Mr. Emling advised that he was currently maintaining the Park grounds. Ms. Wood inquired what had happened to the person who performed that job last year and if the Township should consider contracting someone to perform this work. Mr. Emling indicated there had been difficulties at times with transporting the mower to the Park when needed yet he did not believe that hiring a company to mow the Park would be cost effective. Ms. Wood indicated her desire to see a permanent correction made at the entrance to the Park to prevent the pooling of water each time it rains. Mr. Emling agreed that a permanent correction would be great, however, in order to accomplish that, that the area would need to be dug out and paved. While discussion on the park continued, Mr. Emling indicated his belief that signs should be posted at the pavilions indicating if they were reserved and by whom. He indicated there were times when those who had reservations arrived only to discover someone else in the pavilion they reserved. Ms. Wood indicated she was only aware of that happening on one occasion over the years. She further indicated that if someone requested to reserve a pavilion they had it for an entire day, so often times people would use a pavilion once the reserved party was done with it. Other times, people seemed happy to share a pavilion with other families if the need arose. Ms. Wood confirmed that the area around the ball field was being sprayed for weeds and advised the Board of the poor condition of the sign at the entrance of the Park, which she would like to have repaired.

SPRING CLEAN UP DAY: It was noted that approximately 86 residents participated in the event this year. Total expenses for the event were $1,518.65 with $996.00 being paid by the Township for costs not covered through fees charged. There were 14 tires collected the day of the event as numerous residents felt $3.00 per tire was too expensive a charge to dispose of them. Based on the number of tires collected previously by the Township, a total of .57 tons of tires were disposed of along with 13.28 tons of other items collected during the event. Mr. Wood expressed his appreciation to the 4-H Pygmy Goat Club for their assistance with the clean up at the Park. He further indicated that there were not as many volunteers this year, therefore they were only able to get about half way around the perimeter with their leaf removal efforts. 
RESOLUTION #3-11: Compensation of Elected Tax Collector – Motion was made by Wood, seconded by Mr. Groff and carried to adopt Resolution #3-11 establishing the compensation of an Elected Tax Collector as discussed during their special meeting on May 4th. The resolution indicates that an elected Tax Collector shall upon meeting all of the requirements established by law to hold the position will be compensated at a rate of pay commemorate with that assessed by the County Treasurer’s office.

MUNICIAPL DIRECTORY: The Board was advised that Keith Barnett is the representative from PRINT that has been assigned to our Municipal Directory project. The company has requested that Mr. Barnett be authorized to use an office or the meeting room one to two days a week while contacting potential advertisers. Following a brief discussion, a motion was made Mr. Emling, seconded by Mr. Wood and carried authorizing this request. 

ZONING SOLICITOR: Mr. Jackson reminded the Board of a request made by the Zoning Officer during the May 4th special meeting regarding allowing her to continue using the Townships previous solicitor, Theresa Mongiovi for zoning matters. It was noted that during her time as the Townships solicitor that the Township had not lost a case it pursued legally. It was further noted that due to her knowledge of any potential legal issues, it was more time and cost effective to the Township to allow her to continue handling zoning matters. Mr. Emling motioned that based on the reasons noted above, that the board authorizes Ms. Mongiovi to represent the Township in zoning matters. Mr. Wood indicated that due to the conflicting views of Mr. Proffitt and Mr. Jackson pertaining to Ms. Mongiovi that he was uncomfortable with this decision being made in Mr. Proffitt’s absence. The matter was then tabled.

PLANNING COMMISSION: Motion made by Mr. Wood, seconded by Mr. Emling and carried adopting the minutes of the April 26th Township Planning Commission meeting. 

TRAINING/SEMINARS: Upcoming training and seminars were reviewed. The Secretary/Treasurer requested authorization to attend a seminar on Payroll Law to ensure the Townships compliance with changes in this area. A motion was made by Mr. Groff, seconded by Mr. Wood and carried approving the request to attend this training. 

ADJOURNMENT: At 7:59 p.m., being no further business, motion was made by Mr. Wood, seconded by Mr. Emling and carried to adjourn the meeting.
