The Little Britain Township Board of Supervisors held its regular monthly meeting on Tuesday, June 14th, at the Municipal Building, 323 Green Lane, Quarryville, Pennsylvania. Prior notice of the meeting was given.

Vice-Chairman, Randy Jackson, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. A moment of silence was followed by the salute to the Flag.

MINUTES: Motion made by Mr. Emling, seconded by Mr. Wood and carried to adopt the minutes of the May 10th meetings as printed.

SANITATION: It was reported that Mr. Stoner turned in $1,650.00 for May Sanitation fees. 

ZONING: Zoning Officer, Christine Jackson reported issuing 18 building, 1 driveway, 11 occupancy and 2 demolition permits during May. Ms. Jackson also advised of the following:

· Application received from Mrs. Mertz who resides on Brookside Place to place a solar array on her property. While a few other such solar systems have been installed within the Township, they have been on larger properties and were more shielded from adjoining property owners. The system being placed by Mrs. Mertz is a 12 x 50-ft unit, which while being placed in her backyard will still be quite visible to the neighbors behind her. Ms. Jackson has already questioned the reflectivity of the unit and only received an answer of “as low as possible.” Following a discussion, Ms. Jackson concluded by stating currently the structures were allowed per zoning but wanted them aware of the situation in the event they received calls on the matter. Furthermore, no permits would be issued until the outstanding engineering fees for Mrs. Mertz have been paid in full. 

· Report received from the audit conducted by the Department of Labor and Industry. The auditor reviewed all paperwork and indicated his satisfaction with those records. The inspections on the properties being audited were less satisfactory. She reviewed of the items cited on the inspection at John Petro’s, Sam King’s and M.J. Smoothies. A majority of the items cited were things that had been changed after final inspections had been made. A note is on each occupancy permit indicating changes were not permitted without notifying her. Due to the number of items the auditor detecting during the site inspections, the Township will be audited again within the next 6 to 9 months. The auditor did indicate however that he was pleased the Township was using another inspector as the previous inspector who was responsible previously passed certain items that should have been rejected.

· A Memorandum of Understanding received from the County Conservation District. They indicated they needed a signed copy from each municipality confirming they were aware of and adhering to the regulations of the Chapter 102 regulations pertaining to Erosion and Settlement Control. Following a discussion, a motion was made by Mr. Wood, seconded by Mr. Emling and carried authorizing the signing and returning of the document.  

ROADS: Roadmaster, Jerry Emling reported on the following May road crew activities:

· Mowed road banks.

· Graded Scott, Camp, Pine Grove and Widdowson Roads.

· Cleaned and mowed park.

· Performed routine equipment maintenance.

· Loaded dirt at salt shed.

· Hauled dirt to Jackson Road.

· Mowed at Township building.

· Swept various roads.

· Filled various potholes.

· Replaced Stop sign at Pine Grove and King Pen Roads.

· Hauled dirt and stumps from Kirks Mill Road.

· Helped East Drumore Township with skin patching.

· Hauled stone to and dirt from Kirks Mill Road.

· Removed tree from King Pen Road.

· Hauled stone to salt shed.

· Installed pipe and boxes on Kirks Mill Road.

· Performed traffic control on Lloyds Road.

· Performing flagging on Kirks Mill and Lloyds Roads.

· Seal Coating.

Plans for June/July
· Continue work on Kirks Mill Road

· Work on Eagle Road.

Mr. Emling indicated that he was waiting for approval from DEP so he could continue with the installation of inlet boxes and pipes on Kirks Mill Road. He also advised the Board that additional vandalism had occurred at the Park. Since the last meeting, the cupola was removed from the Gazebo and lights had been broken in the restrooms. Additionally, he advised the Board that due to the broken restroom lights over the weekend, he had locked the restrooms on Sunday. Due to that, a group who had reserved the Park the following day decided to break the door handle on the men’s room, even though efforts had already been taken to get them opened. Mr. Emling, who was out of town, received a call from Park Board member Pat Wood who was attempting to rectify the matter. Due to the phones being out at the Township office due to the building being struck by lightening, she contacted Mr. Emling via cell phone who was sending a member of the road crew to the Park to unlock the facilities. Once he arrived, he discovered the lock had been broken. Mr. Emling inquired if the Board wished to pursue prosecution for the damages caused. Ms. Wood indicated that she had spoken with the person who made the reservation that afternoon. He had apologized for and offered to pay for all damages. A discussion pursued regarding the options available and the manner in which the Board wished to address the matter. Following this discussion, Mr. Groff motioned, which was seconded by Mr. Wood and carried indicating the Board would accept payment for damage. The motion also indicated a letter should accompany the amount of charges and clearly indicate that the Board would only be willing to accept a payment in lieu of prosecution one time. 

TAXES: The Board was advised that the Township has received $52,411.50 in Real Estate and $34.37 in Interim tax collections from the County Treasurer’s office for the month of May. 

PAYMENT OF BILLS: Motion made by Mr. Emling, seconded by Mr. Wood and carried authorizing the payment of General Fund checks 7923 through 7950 in the amount of $19,862.94.  Motion was made by Mr. Emling, seconded by Mr. Wood and carried authorizing the payment of State Fund checks 1853 through 1855 in the amount of $53,506.37, Kirks Mill Road Takeback checks 3056 through 3060 in the amount of $186,007.75 and Lloyds Road Takeback check 832 through 833 in the amount of $177,226.95. Motion was made by Mr. Emling, seconded by Mr. Wood and carried authorizing payment of Kirks Mill Road Takeback check 3061 in the amount of $832.50 to Andrew Jackson Excavating. Mr. Jackson abstained from voting.    

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION: The meeting was opened for public comment with no response.

FEDERAL SURPLUS PROGRAM: The Board was advised that the Township’s membership in the Federal Surplus Program was expiring and would need to be renewed should the Board wish to maintain the option of purchasing through this program. Following a discussion confirming that there would be no expense in continuing its membership with this program a motion was made by Mr. Groff, seconded by Mr. Emling and carried to renew the Township’s membership with this program. 

CONDITIONAL USE HEARING APPLICATION OF VERIZON WIRELESS: The Board was advised that a Conditional Use Application had been received from Verizon Wireless seeking authorization to tap off of the Cingular Tower on King Pen Road. Following a discussion, Mr. Jackson moved that the attorney be contacted to attend the hearing and that the Board allot 1 hour prior to their next meeting for the hearing to be conducted. The motion was seconded by Mr. Emling and carried. The Board also discussed the fees currently charged for hearings and the need to perhaps increase those fees during the revisions of the Zoning Ordinance. Ms. Jackson also updated the Board that the escrow check that had been held on the Cingular Tower that was forwarded to the State as unclaimed was forwarded as payee unknown. Through several calls and much research she was able to confirm the funding was there and how it had been reported. Paperwork has since been completed and forwarded to the State requesting the release of this funding. 
PLANNING COMMISSION: Motion made by Mr. Emling, seconded by Mr. Groff and carried to adopt the minutes of the May 24th Township Planning Commission meeting as printed.


Chester Water Authority: Chad Angle of CET Engineering presented the plan on


the High Lift Pump Project. Following a thorough review of the plan, Mr. Jackson 


motioned the Board authorize the signing of the mylars and the acceptance of the 


Memorandum of Understanding. Mr. Groff seconded the motion, which carried. 

TRAINING/SEMINARS: Upcoming training and seminars were reviewed.  

ADJOURNMENT: At 8:27 p.m. being no further business, motion was made by Mr. Emling, seconded by Mr. Wood, and carried to adjourn the meeting.
