The Little Britain Township Board of Supervisors held its regular monthly meeting on Tuesday, July 12h, at the Municipal Building, 323 Green Lane, Quarryville, PA. Prior notice of the meeting was given.

Vice-Chairman, Randy Jackson, called the meeting to order at 7:15 p.m. A moment of silence was followed by the salute to the Flag.

EXECUTIVE SESSION: Mr. Jackson advised at 7:16 p.m. that the Board would be entering into an executive session with its Solicitor to discuss a personnel issue. The meeting was reconvened at 7:40 p.m.

MINUTES: Motion made by Mr. Wood, seconded by Mr. Groff and carried to adopt the minutes of the June 14h meeting as printed. 

SANITATION: It was reported that Mr. Stoner turned in $525.00 for June Sanitation fees.  

ZONING: Ms. Jackson, Zoning Officer reported issuing 12 building, 7 occupancy and 3 driveway permits during the month of June along with the acceptance of 1 Zoning Hearing and 1 Conditional Use Application.  Ms. Jackson also advised of the following:

· Zoning Hearing Application of Jay Clifford and Andrea Sensenig to install a cooperative manure digester at 245 Spring Hill Road.

· Call received from resident Karl Heinselman advising he had been notified via his insurance company that he was located within a flood zone. He requested Ms. Jackson help him confirm if this were the case. She indicated she could contact the Township Engineer who could review the matter for him, however there would be an expense. Upon receipt of his invoice, Mr. Heinselman again contacted Ms. Jackson requesting that Engineering fees be waived, claiming he was unaware they were being assessed. Ms. Jackson advised him that she was unable to waive fees, however she could present his request to the Board of Supervisors. Following a brief discussion, Mr. Wood motioned the request for a fee waiver or reduction in engineering fees be denied.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Jackson and carried.  

ROADS:  The Board was advised of the following June road crew activities as follows:

· Mowed road banks.

· Cleaned, mowed and trimmed at Park.

· Hauled dirt to and backfilled along Lloyds Rd. 

· Performed routine equipment maintenance.

· Installed new flagpole.

· Hauled stone, pipe and end walls to Eagle Rd.

· Mowed at municipal building.

· Worked on bank removal and installed pipe on Kirks Mill Rd.

· Installed stone and cleaned side gutters on Green Lane.

· Improved pipe on and widened Eagle Rd.

· Installed pipe and inlet boxes on Kirks Mill Rd and Charlestown Dr.

· Hauled stone to and dirt from Kirks Mill Road

· Graded Springhill, Scott, Fairmount and Black Rds.

Plans for July/August
· Continue work on Kirks Mill Road

The Board was also advised that Mr. Emling had requested they consider the purchase of a straw blower as the current heavy equipment contractor did not own one. It was also noted that most work sites required seeding and straw. Due to the time required completing this task by hand, it was Mr. Emling’s belief that a straw blower would be a beneficial purchase for the Township. Following a brief discussion, Mr. Groff indicated that prices should be obtained for both new and used options available for the Board to review.  

TAXES: The Board was advised that the Township has received $6,874.92 in Real Estate and $109.94 in Interim tax collections from the County Treasurer’s office for the month of May. 

PAYMENT OF BILLS: Motion made by Mr. Wood, seconded by Mr. Groff and carried authorizing the payment of General Fund checks 7951 through 7978 in the amount of $21,349.92. Motion made by Mr. Wood, seconded by Mr. Groff and carried authorizing payment of State Fund checks 1856 through 1859 in the amount of $17,956.39 and Kirks Mill Turnback checks 3062 through 3071 in the amount of $28,801.83. Motion made by Mr. Wood, seconded by Mr. Groff and carried approving payment of General Fund check 7979 in the amount of $192.36 to Ms. Jackson, Zoning Officer for her 2nd quarter expenses. Mr. Jackson abstained from voting. 
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION: The meeting was opened for public comment, with no response. 

BALLANCE MILL BRIDGE: Ms. Jackson, Zoning Officer advised that residents living near the Ballance Mill Bridge at Ballance Mill and Bluff Roads had contacted Mr. Emling concerning the bridge and flooding problems being experienced. Mr. Emling had Township Engineer, Ed Fisher review the matter who confirmed that the bridge in place had design errors and needed to be replaced. The bridge in question provides access to 3 properties as well as being used by trash haulers, emergency vehicles, etc. The Board was advised that Representative Culter’s office had been contacted and that funding sources had been researched. Unfortunately, there are no grant funds available, however it was confirmed that funds were available for low interest loans through the Pennsylvania Infrastructure Bank, which currently have an interest rate of 1.625%. The Board was further advised that Mr. Emling would like authorization to contact residents on Pine Grove Road regarding the possibility of obtaining land easement rights in order to widen the road, thereby providing another route of access to the properties currently only accessible by the bridge. The Board discussed the option of pursuing legal recourse of the engineer who sealed the current bridge design, as it was insufficient. Mr. Wood indicated that due to the fact the Township took possession of the roadway and bridge, that he believed the responsibility for rectifying the situation fell to the Township. Following a discussion on this matter, Mr. Wood motioned that authorization be given to Mr. Emling to contact the residents along Pine Grove Road as requested and prepare a cost analyze of the options available. The motion was seconded by Mr. Groff and carried.  

PLANNING COMMISSION: Motion made by Mr. Wood, seconded by Mr. Groff and carried to adopt the minutes of the June 28th Township Planning Commission meeting as printed.


Sam King: Zoning Officer, Ms. Jackson presented the land development plan


and advised that the stormwater management issues pertaining to this plan were 


being addressed. Following a review of the plan as presented, Mr. Wood 


motioned approval for the signing of the mylars and the Memorandum of

Understanding. The motion was seconded by Mr. Groff and carried. 

TRAINING/SEMINARS: Upcoming training and seminars were reviewed.   

ADJOURNMENT: At 8:27 p.m. being no further business, motion was made by Mr. Groff, seconded by Mr. Wood and carried to adjourn the meeting.
