LITTLE BRITAIN TOWNSHIP

July 8, 2014

The Little Britain Township Board of Supervisors held its regular monthly meeting on Tuesday, July 8th at the Municipal Building, 323 Green Lane, Quarryville, PA. Prior notice of the meeting was given.

Vice-Chairman, Dan Proffitt, called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m. A moment of silence was followed by the salute to the Flag.

MINUTES: Ms. Wood advised those in attendance that the Board received the minutes via      

e-mail prior to meetings for their review. Motion was then made by Mr. Coates, seconded by Ms. Wood and carried to adopt the minutes of the June 10th meeting as printed. 

SANITATION: It was reported that Mr. Stoner turned in $1,050.00 for June Sanitation fees.  
ZONING: Ms. Jackson, Zoning Officer reported issuing 18 building, 8 occupancy, 6 driveway,  1 demolition, 1 extension and 1 road and street opening permits during the month of June. Mr. Proffitt inquired about the removal of the job trailers at Chester Water Authority. Ms. Jackson advised there was no fee for the removals but had to be noted as they were only authorized for temporary use. Ms. Jackson also advised that she had received information from Chester Water Authority that an earthen berm had been installed and trees planted in their efforts to reduce generator noises. The installation of sound tiles inside the work area is planned for the fall.   
ROADS:  Roadmaster, Dan Risk advised of the following June road crew activities as follows:

· Cleaned and restocked park restrooms.
· Mowed road banks.
· Installed under drain for springs on Brabson Road.
· Met with several residents of Pine Grove Road. 
· Worked on equipment and performed routine equipment maintenance.
· Worked on road gutters on Hart Road. 
· Re-graded dirt roads following storms. 
· Checked roads for damage and removed trees from roadways following storm.
· Swept roadways.
· Checked on driveways permits.
· Checked on 1 Call sites.
· Built up low areas on Spring Hill Road to improve drainage.
· Worked on dirt roads.
· Worked on side gutters on King Pen and Brown Roads.
· Cleaned and backfilled gutters on Brown Road.
· Mowed at Municipal Building.
Mr. Proffitt questioned if downed trees were a problem following the recent storms. Mr. Risk indicated there were a few problems but nothing major. Mr. Proffitt then questioned if residents were complying with Ordinance 3-13, Limitations on Activities within Township Right-of-Ways. Mr. Risk said there are still a few problems, which he was working with property owners to rectify but that the largest problem at this point is material being dragged onto the roads by equipment. Ms. Wood questioned if any comments had been received based on the work done on Kinseyville Road. Mr. Risk said he has not received any feedback from residents since the work was completed. Mr. Risk also advised that the broom on the skid loader is in need of replacement. He indicated he is considering adding a mount to the backhoe or loader, which would cost approximately $12,000.00. 
TAXES: It was reported that Tax Collector, Agnes Reeder collected $13,074.25 in Real Estate Tax during the month of June. 
PAYMENT OF BILLS: Ms. Wood questioned the charges of Township Engineer, Ed Fisher on Kinseyville Road. Ms. Jackson advised he was contacted by several residents of Kinseyville Road who did not believe the activity occurring on the Flahart property was considered Ag Clearing. Upon confirming with the Township that he should review the matter, he did. Generally these fees are billed out to residents and can be done this time, should the board wish to do so. Ms. Wood then motion the payment of General Fund checks 9238 through 9261 in the amount of $12,796.39. Mr. Coates seconded the motion, which carried. Motion made by Ms. Wood, seconded by Mr. Coates and carried authorizing payment of State Fund checks 1950 in the amount of $1,479.43.  
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION:  Resident, Jim Bullitt questioned if Ms. Jackson had removed signs he noticed posted at roadway intersections over the weekend. Ms. Jackson advised she had not, that the resident must have removed them as desired.
PLANNING COMMISSION: Motion made by Mr. Coates, seconded by Mr. Proffitt and carried to adopt the minutes of the June 24th Township Planning Commission meeting as presented.


Levi & Emma Fisher: Brian Masterson of Regester Associates presented the 


plan requesting plan approval, waiver of a 3-meeting delay, waiver of preliminary 


plan, waiver of lighting, waiver of pavement markings, waiver of paving and a 


waiver of landscaping. Remarks from Township Engineer, Ed Fisher were reviewed


with comments made pertaining to the driveway easement and pavement marking


waiver requests. Following a complete review of the plan, Mr. Coates


motioned that the above requests be approved. Mr. Proffitt seconded the motion,


which carried.   
BROWN ROAD: Roadmaster, Mr. Risk advised the Board of the estimate of approximately $43,000.00 to repair Brown Road. This includes both the base and top coats of asphalt. He indicated that if necessary, he could just apply the base coat of material this year, which would cut approximately $25,500.00 off the project; however he did not believe that route would totally correct the problem. Ms. Wood advised Mr. Risk of a Green Lane resident who would like to 
discuss the project with him upon confirming that water will be directed across Brown Road into a new inlet box to be installed at the corner of Green Lane and Brown Road. Mr. Proffitt requested the closing of Brown Road be noted on the website once the project begins. He was advised it would be and that it can be listed in the Lancaster Newspaper as well. The Board was also advised that the Townships Engineering firm, Light-Heigel Associates has employees who specialize in locating and assisting to obtain grant funds for major projects, however an expense of approximately $200.00  could be expected in having them come down to review the project. The Board authorized an expenditure of up to $200.00 in an effort to obtain grant funding for this project.

RECYCLING: Recycling Coordinator, Peg Donahoe advised the Board that following the June meeting she received information from Barbara Baker of the Lancaster County Solid Waste Management Authority that no new recycling trailer designs were available. Additionally, the Township would not have qualified for ACT 902 funding as previously thought as we do not have required curbside trash pickup or a burning ban in place. Ms. Donahoe would still like the Board to authorize the collection of paper as well as the expanded line of recycling materials discussed at the June meeting if she is able to do so in a manner in which the paper recyclables be kept dry. Following a discussion, Mr. Proffitt motioned the Township accept paper and the additional plastic recyclables as requested. Ms. Wood seconded the motion, which carried. 

SNOW REMOVAL CONTRACT: The Board was advised that a new 5-year contract from PennDOT for the winter maintenance of State Roads was received. The proposed contract is for 9.78 miles of roads, which are Nottingham Road from the County borderline to the old Little Britain Elementary School, Little Britain Road North and Noble Road at a rate of $15,007.42 during the 2014-2015 winter season. Ms. Wood questioned the Townships ability to negotiate and/or refuse to renew the contract. A discussion pursued in which it was noted that should the Township not renew the contract the State would need to hire an outside contractor to maintain the roads although Township personnel would still need to travel these roadways while performing snow removal on other roads. Mr. Risk indicated it cost the Township approximately $1,200.00 for each pass the Township makes on the contracted roads. Based on the conditions of the State Roads being contracted, a great deal of time and material are being spent on them. The Board agreed that a letter be sent to PennDOT requesting an increase to $25,000.00 for the payment on the snow removal contract and that a request for the roads being maintained be added to work schedule for repairs and/or improvements. The Board will address this matter again at its August meeting to ensure they can respond to PennDOT by the August 15th contract renewal date. 

ESCROW RELEASE: Following a review of comments received from the Township Engineer, Mr. Proffitt motioned the release of escrow being held on the Lee Ann Donache project. The motion, which carried was seconded by Ms. Wood. 

EXECUTIVE SESSION: Mr. Proffitt called an executive session at 8:30 p.m. to discuss a legal matter. The meeting was reconvened at 8:50 p.m.

GRAVATT PROPERTY AND LIEN: Ms. Wood motioned that the lien currently in place on the Gravatt property located on Little Britain Road South remain intact, without the reduction requested in June by Shelia Jones. Mr. Coates seconded the motion, which carried.  
TRAINING/SEMINARS: Upcoming training and seminars were reviewed.  
ADJOURNMENT: At 8:52 p.m. being no further business, motion was made by Mr. Coates, seconded by Ms. Wood and carried to adjourn the meeting.
