LITTLE BRITAIN TOWNSHIP

August 9, 2011

The Little Britain Township Board of Supervisors held its monthly meeting on Tuesday, August 9th, at the Municipal Building, 323 Green Lane, Quarryville, Pennsylvania. Prior notice of the meeting was given.

Chairman, Dan Proffitt, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. A moment of silence was followed by the salute to the Flag.
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MINUTES: Motion made by Mr. Jackson, seconded by Mr. Proffitt and carried to adopt the minutes of the July 12th meeting as printed.

SANITATION: It was reported that Mr. Stoner turned in $150.00 for July Sanitation fees. 

ZONING: Zoning Officer, Christine Jackson reported issuing 7 building, 12 occupancy, 2 demolition, 1 road and street opening and 2 driveway permits during the month of July along with the acceptance of 3 zoning hearing applications.  Ms. Jackson also advised of the following:

· Zoning Hearing Application of Benuel Kauffman

· Zoning Hearing Application of Aaron Stoltzfus

· Zoning Hearing Application of James Kreider

ROADS: Roadmaster, Jerry Emling reported on the following July road crew activities:

· Mowed road banks.

· Cleaned, mowed and trimmed at Park.

· Hauled dirt & stone to Kirks Mill Road.

· Performed routine equipment maintenance.

· Installed pipe and boxes on Kirks Mill Road.

· Installed R-4 stone around pipe on Springhill Rd. 

· Cleaned Brown and Kirks Mill Roads.

· Removed trees from Shady, Reath and King Pen Roads. 

· Graded Scott Road.

· Installed R-4 stone on Bluegill Road. 

· Installed and cleaned filter bags in inlet boxes on Kirks Mill Road.

· Trimmed brush away from Stop signs.

Plans for August/September
· Backfilling on Lloyds, Kirks Mill and Shady Roads.

Mr. Emling also reported that paving had begun on Kirks Mill Road. Mr. Proffitt questioned the status of the bridge work taking place on Kirks Mill Road. Mr. Emling advised that it was a State project and consisted of the installation of a concrete box culvert. Upon inquiry, Mr. Emling was advised that the project should be complete by the end of August. 

TAXES: The Board was advised that the Township received $6,765.95 in Real Estate and $132.06 in Interim tax from the County Treasurer’s office for the month of June collections.

PAYMENT OF BILLS: Motion made by Mr. Emling, seconded by Mr. Proffitt and carried authorizing the payment of General Fund checks 7980 through 8013 in the amount of $27,303.10, State Fund checks 1860 through 1861 in the amount of $8,902.26, Kirks Mill Road Takeback checks 3072 through 3077 in the amount of $32,269.94 and Lloyds Road Takeback check 834 in the amount of $892.70.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION: The meeting was opened for public participation, with no response.

PARK SECURITY: Resident, Michael Peterson, who opens and closes the Park daily questioned the Board if plans were underway to replace the security system at the Park. In addition to a security system aiding in the detection of vandalism and its perpetuators, he indicated his concern over the children who visited on their own as well as young mothers who took children to the Park. Mr. Emling advised he had brought the matter up in April, however due to lack of direction from the Board on the matter, he did not pursue it. Mr. Proffitt discussed a system he had purchased for his business along with the range and clarity of the system. Following a brief discussion, Mr. Proffitt indicated he would obtain a price quote from the company he utilized for the Board to discuss at their next meeting as well as any other bids received by other Board members. Mr. Emling also advised that trash removal from the Park continued to be a problem and indicated his thoughts that it may be time to locate another trash hauler. Mr. Proffitt indicated he was aware the company being used is currently working through Estate matters due to the owner’s death. Following a brief discussion, Mr. Wood motioned that the Township bid for price quotes on this service. The motion was seconded by Mr. Jackson and carried. Bids will be opened and reviewed at the September meeting.  

ACT 32 – EARNED INCOME TAX: The Board was advised of a request received by the Lancaster County Tax Collection Bureau to adopt a new Ordinance regarding the collection of Earned Income Tax. Following a brief discussion on the matter, Mr. Wood motioned that the information received be forward to the Solicitor for review and comment. Mr. Proffitt seconded the motion, which was carried. 

SLEEPY HOLLOW ROAD BRIDGE: Kenneth Nadler of Mackin Engineering indicated he was representing PennDOT Engineering District 8 regarding the closure of the Sleepy Hollow Road Bridge over the Octoraro Creek that would be taking place in the future. He described the current condition of the State owned bridge and the plans for its replacement. He indicated that construction was not anticipated to begin until June 2012 with an expected completion date in November 2012. Due to the length of time the roadway would need to be completely closed to through traffic, he indicated the desire of PennDOT to work with the Township on establishing detours. He further requested the Boards input and assistance in ensuring effective communication with all of the Amish members of community. Mr. Wood indicated his concern over utilizing Kirks Mill Road as part of a detour due the current traffic on the road. Suggestions were made that Mr. Nadler contact Amish bishops or Amish school boards regarding the best methods of ensuring effective communication with the Amish residents.  

PURCHASE OF STRAW BLOWER: Mr. Emling indicated that he had located a used straw blower that could be purchased for between $4,500.00 and $5,000.00. Additionally, he has researched sites on the Internet, however straw blowers were difficult to locate and prices were unavailable through this means. Following a brief discussion, Mr. Wood indicated he would obtain a price quote from Cedar Crest. 

SPEED LIMIT ON KING PEN ROAD: Mr. Emling advised that he had been contacted by a resident on King Pen Road requesting that Speed Limit signs be installed. Mr. Emling advised the resident that prior to Speed Limit signs being installed that an engineering study would need to be conducted and that the Speed Limit authorized would be based on the results of the study. Per law, the Board is unable to establish a speed limit lower than the 85% percentile of the travelers who commute on the roadway. A discussion pursued regarding the increased traffic on the roadway due to detours and road closures. The speed of the drivers could also be associated with driver frustrations. While the Board agreed that the problem would probably be short lived, the Board authorized Mr. Emling to seek input from the Township engineer regarding this matter. 

BALLANCE MILL ROAD BRIDGE: Mr. Emling indicated that he has contacted both the electric and phone company to review the matter of service and the placing of new poles in this area. He also indicated an approximate cost of $175,000.00 to $200,000.00 to replace the bridge. While a price has not been obtained to confirm what “fair market value” would be to purchase ground from the farmer enabling the Township to construct a roadway for the residents currently served by the bridge, he felt this would be the more cost effective option. Mr. Wood motioned that Mr. Emling pursues his research into the option for ensuring access to these properties. The motion was seconded by Mr. Proffitt and carried.  

TRUCK PURCHASE: Mr. Emling advised the Board of the condition of the Mack truck and his concern over it no longer being cost effective to continue making repairs on it. Mr. Wood questioned if the vehicle were to be replaced if Mr. Emling desired to replace it with the same size as we have or upgrade to a larger 10-wheeler. Mr. Proffitt indicated that the newer models were more difficult to work on and his concern over models from 2009 to the present having difficulties with their urethra systems. He further indicated that from what he has read, this problem is being resolved and should be resolved with the 2012 models. Following a discussion on the matter, Mr. Emling indicated he would obtain more information and present it at a later date.  

ROLLER: Mr. Emling indicated his desire to dispose of the old roller that was beyond use to the Township. Several years ago the Township has advertised it for sale and only received a bid of $75.00. Mr. Emling indicated his belief that based on current steel prices he could obtain a high price on the equipment by selling it as scrap metal. Mr. Wood motioned that Mr. Emling be allowed to dispose of the equipment as scrap metal. The motion was seconded by Mr. Proffitt and carried. 

MILEAGE REIMBURSEMENT: The Board was advised that as of July 1st, the Internal Revenue Service had increased the mileage reimbursement rate from 51¢ a mile to 55.5¢ a mile. Mr. Wood motioned that the Township increase its mileage reimbursement rate to maintain consistency with the IRS. Mr. Emling seconded the motion, which carried. 

PLANNING COMMISSION: Motion made by Mr. Wood, seconded by Mr. Proffitt and carried adopting the minutes of the August 2nd Township Planning Commission meeting as printed.

Robert Sullivan: Zoning Officer, Christine Jackson presented the plan advising that a second home was needed on the property for farm support. The property includes approximately 14 farmable acres. Following a review of the plan and the requests for a waiver of land development for farm support and authorization to sign the Sewage Facilities Module, a motion was made by Mr. Wood, seconded by Mr. Proffitt and carried authorizing the requests presented. 

RELEASE OF ESCROW: Ms. Jackson, Zoning Officer informed the Board of a request from Chester Water Authority to have its escrow for the funding of the alum storage and feed system improvements be released. The Township engineer has been contacted regarding this request and will be inspecting the project in the near future. Ms. Jackson requested the Board approve releasing the funding upon approval of the Township engineer. Mr. Proffitt motioned the escrow funding be released upon receipt of approval by the Township engineer. Mr. Jackson seconded the motion, which carried. 

TRAINING/SEMINARS: Upcoming training and seminars were reviewed.  

ADJOURNMENT: At 8:55 p.m. being no further business, motion was made by Mr. Wood, seconded by Mr. Emling and carried to adjourn the meeting.
